Please inform your fellow coaches and players/teammates about the RPSC Email alert system. When possible, we may send email about game cancellations, weather conditions and other pertinent information. 

Please note ALL GAMES ARE 'ON' UNLESS CANCELLED BY RPSC. We will update the RPSC Hotline 816) 419-8523. Feel free to check the website or this phone number for information. Coaches: Please note RESCHEDULE PROCEDURES TO HELP RPSC GET GAMES PLAYED IN A TIMELY FASHION AND PREVENT TRIPS TO THE FIELD WITH NO OPPONENT. ALL COACHES SHOULD HAVE PHONE NUMBERS/EMAIL ADDRESS OF OTHER COACHES IN THEIR DIVISIONS... Let your Division Manager know of changes, please. In-house Recreation and Share Play teams please comply with these procedures. Please do not just cancel a game. RESCHEDULE IT ON THE SPOT, ASAP, with opponent coach. Remember: In order to reschedule your games. Please do so... 

1) ASAP-keep new game to within a week when possible or find open day of both teams' on same weekend. (Most teams can only play 1 game per day, except tournaments) 

2) 2) with 2-3 new agreeable game times in mind when you call... evenings are usually quite open OR try an 8 a.m. Saturday slot 

3) 3) with clear indication of game time, field, division, teams - names alone aren't enough to know which game is being rescheduled 

4) 4) directly with Scheduler (Janet Snook 322-2791 or jsnook@raymore.com) who will copy Referee Coordinator (Gaylen Fowler).
