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Recreation Share Play Requirements
Welcome to RPSC Recreation Share Play.  In order to best serve you and your team these guidelines have been written to serve as a guide to making your transition from recreation soccer to the beginning levels of competitive play easier.

Simplified age matrix:  How ever old your child is on July 31st. he/she would play soccer at the next age.  Some examples:

Julie is 6 on July 31st, she would play U7

Ben is 7 on July 31st, he would play U8

Sarah is 11 on July 31, she would play U12

1. Form a team.  You must have the minimum numbers of players 1st.
-U7 & U8 -  7 min, 10 max  
-U9 & U10-  8 min, 11 max

-U11 & U12 – 10 min, 13 max

-U13 & UP – 13 Min, 18 max

2. Email or call the Recreation Share Play Director of your intensions.

3. The cost per player is $75.00.  

4. Fill out a Team Application Form, with 1st and 2nd choice of team colors.  This is not a guarantee of color choice.  There is a color chart available at www.raypecsoccer.com
5. If a player has never played with RPSC, we will need a copy of the birth certificate.  Otherwise we should have one on file.  You only need to turn in a birth certificate once with RPSC.

6. Have each player fill out a Player Membership form.  
7. Have each player fill out a Medical Release Waiver.(You the coach, team manager will keep these forms)
8. Turn in a Roster.  The roster will consist of the following:


a. Coaches name, address, phone numbers,  email address.  

b. Assistant coach name, address, phone number, email address

c. Team name

d. Each player and their size.  
9. Turn in all necessary forms, and money by the registration deadline 
If you wish to add a player after the registration deadline.  You will need to notify the director as soon as possible.  Turn in the above paper work as soon as possible.  The cost of adding a player after the registration deadline is $25.00.  The new total cost for that player will be $100.00.
If you wish to dual card a player- these will be handled on a case by case basis.  You must have the minimum amount of players on your team before you can dual card a player.  The team/player/coach is responsible for any costs that the club would endure for dual carding a player.  ie. Jersey, socks, card, trophy, ect.  
Once the paper work is done, handed in.  This is what happens.  RPSC bracketing manager will go to the KC Metro bracketing meeting and place your team in a bracket.  For first time teams you will be placed in a “C” division.  For returning coaches, depending on how well you did the season before will determine where you are bracketed.  If you won your division you will move up in division.  
Schedules- Typically come out about 2 weeks before the season is supposed to start.  If you know ahead of time of any possible schedule conflicts you need to make sure it is on your team application.  
Rescheduled game-  Request to reschedule a game must be made to the HOME league BEFORE NOON WEDNESDAY THE WEEK OF to avoid a reschedule fee. If you do not your team will be subject to a $40.00 rescheduling fee.

Procedure:
• Contact the other coach involved and get him to agree to change. Contact information can be found by clicking the box containing a ? next to the game on the web schedule. Come up with 3 dates for the reschedule that works for you and the other coach.
• Contact HOME TEAM member league for the game you are rescheduling and find out their procedure  to get form and payment, if any, to them.
• Reschedule FEE may be charged. Check with HOME league
• Home League scheduler will reschedule the game and inform both coaches and Metro League scheduler of new game date/time.
Pictures- We will set up a date for your team to take pictures, team and individual.  This typically happens 2nd – 4th week of the season.  You will typically get your pictures back by the end of the season 7th-8th week.

Trophies- Every recreational share play player will get a trophy.  These will be handed out at the end of your season with pictures.
